3. Session Purpose: 
 Examine the structure and content of the main divisions of sanitary-epidemiological service of Uzbekistan and the importance of different types of sanitary surveillance. 

Upon completion of training a student must: 
• Know the structure and objectives of all service units carrying out the state sanitary inspection. 
• Know the contents of the current and preventive sanitary supervision on all aspects of health affairs. 
• Know the basic forms of influence on those who violate the sanitary norms and rules. 
• Understand the fundamental rights of the chief state sanitary doctors. 
• Be able to fill the "Emergency notification of infectious patients, food or industrial poisoning," F-№ 058u for the proposed situation.
• Be able to calculate the rates of infectious diseases in the proposed situation. 

4. Motivation: 
At this time, there were significant changes in the system of sanitary-epidemiological service in Uzbekistan. It is connected with the strengthening of preventive trend in medicine, responsible for the violation of sanitary-epidemiological regime and reforming the healthcare system of Uzbekistan ", the students should be fully acquainted with the service organization and its goals and reforms. Assess the role of the doctor general practices in the conduct of sanitary-epidemiological work. Learn to navigate the situation related to the identification of infectious patients, aware of the possibility of administrative penalties imposed on violators of sanitary-epidemiological norms. 

5. Interdisciplinary and intodisciplinary links: 
Provides for continuity in the teaching of the following disciplines: biological physics and statistics, philosophy and economics, normal and pathological physiology, clinical disciplines of medicine, surgery, obstetrics, gynecology, pediatrics, dentistry, hygiene and epidemiology. 

6. CONTENTS THEMES 

6.1 Theoretical part 
Sanitary-Epidemiological Service of the Republic of Uzbekistan has a national character and represents a complex system of government and public health measures. The main task of this service is the implementation of public health surveillance on the entire territory of the Republic of Uzbekistan. The basis of health surveillance is prevention, that is one of the priorities in the provision of medical care. 
Prevention - a system of state and public activities aimed at: improving the working and living conditions of the population, creation of favorable ecological conditions, the distribution of medical knowledge for improvement of the population; reduction and prevention of diseases, as well as the achievement of active longevity. Distinguish between primary and secondary prevention. Under the primary prevention understand the system of measures aimed at addressing the causes of disease and secondary prevention aimed at implementation of measures to prevent recurrence and progression of existing disease. 
Major role in the implementation of primary prevention is the system of measures, called the health business, which includes: 
• Development and implementation of basic health legislation; 
• the training and retraining of doctors hygienists, epidemiologists, microbiologists, virologists, and others, as well as employees of the nursing staff, such as ambulance paramedic, and others; 
• research in occupational health, epidemiology, immunology and other related fields; 
• ongoing and preventive sanitary supervision on all aspects of hygiene and epidemiology. 
Grounds Care is aimed at the implementation of hygiene populated areas, that is, when planning and building, construction of residential and public buildings in the sanitary protection of air, soil, water supply, treatment and care services for municipal enterprises and so on. 
Food hygiene is aimed at ensuring the sanitary-hygienic norms and rules for food production, their transportation, storage and distribution, prevention of food poisoning, developing and implementing the framework for meaningful and sustainable nutrition and so on. 
Occupational exercise: study of sanitary conditions and hygienic evaluation of working environment, the struggle for reducing illness and injury at work, prevention of occupational diseases, control of working conditions for women, teenagers, etc. 
Hygiene of children and adolescents provides: providing a systematic and in-depth study of health institutions and schools, child health, creating conditions for normal physical development of children and adolescents; monitoring compliance with sanitary norms and regulations in the manufacture of school desks, baby furniture, toys, learning environment, etc. 
Disease control work is the study of epidemiological and analysis work to prevent the emergence and spread of infectious diseases, the identification of bacilli carrier and chronic infectious diseases, quarantine and surveillance of infectious foci, creating the population immunity to infectious diseases, conducting activities to reduce parasitic diseases and deworming population . 
The basic principles of sanitary epidemiological safety are: 
1. Garantation rights in the preservation and promotion of health through measures aimed at improving environmental conditions, labor, welfare and recreation, education and training, improved nutrition. 
2. Prioritizing precautionary action to prevent harmful effects on human health of environmental factors in the planning and construction, commissioning of new equipment and vehicles. 
3. Improving sanitary and cultural levels. 
4. Carry outing sanitary-epidemiological measures like mandatory part of the social and productive activities. 
5. Conduction enterprises, institutions and organizations, the cost of damage to human health and the environment as a result of non-compliance with hygiene regulations. 
Activity of the bodies and institutions of sanitary-epidemiological service has an extensive legal framework. The main documents in this case can be considered: 
1. Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan - 1992 Article 37, 38,40,42,50. 
2. Law on public health of citizens of the Republic of Uzbekistan - 1996 Article 15, 17.18. 
3. Law "On state sanitary supervision in the Republic of Uzbekistan - in 1992, which defines the basic provisions on enforcement of sanitary and epidemiological and radiological safety, enshrines the right to a healthy environment, proper condition of the home and the conditions of production. 
4. Decrees and orders of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the Oliy Majlis, as well as local authorities, aimed at organizing the service, the environment and human health. 
5. State standards, sanitary and anti-epidemic rules and regulations, snip, Macs and other regulatory documents. 
In order to implement the Presidential Decree of 11.10.1998, the № VII2107 «On the State program of reforming the health system of the Republic of Uzbekistan", the reconstruction of sanitary-epidemiological service. It currently includes the National and Territorial Centre of the State, the Republican Center for AIDS Prevention National Center for Quarantine and Especially Dangerous Infections and Republican disinfection stations with affiliates that provide a single coordinated sanitary 
countermeasures on the whole territory of Uzbekistan and Karakalpakstan. 
In accordance with the decree of the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated 12.12.1999, № 710 "On introduction of the new regulations for agencies SSEC Republic of Uzbekistan" provided to 01/01/2000 was renamed: 
• Main Sanitary-Epidemiological Department of the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the Department of State Sanitary and Epidemiological Surveillance Ministry of Health of the Republic of Uzbekistan; 
• Republican Sanitary-Epidemiological Station of the Republican Center of State Sanitary and Epidemiological Surveillance Ministry of Health of the Republic of Uzbekistan; 
• Republican anti-plague station of the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the Center for Prevention of quarantine and especially dangerous infections of the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Uzbekistan. 
Service, headed by the Chief State Sanitary Doctor of the Republic of Uzbekistan - deputy health minister. 
The Department of State Sanitary and Epidemiological Surveillance Ministry of Health of the Republic of Uzbekistan (hereinafter the Department) is a subdivision of the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Uzbekistan. He reports to the Minister of Health of the Republic of Uzbekistan, and the functions of the State Sanitary and Epidemiological Surveillance, the Chief State Sanitary Physician of Uzbekistan. Its structure includes the following departments: sanitary-hygienic and epidemiological. 
The Department manages the activities of sanitary-epidemiological institutions at all levels, as well as research institutions, universities and secondary educational establishments of sanitary-hygienic and epidemiological profile. Head of the Department is the Deputy Chief State Sanitary Doctor of the Republic of Uzbekistan. 

FUNCTIONS AND TASKS OF THE DEPARTMENT. 

Sanitary-epidemiological welfare of the Republic: 
• Organizing and coordinating the development and implementation of the sanitary-hygienic monitoring of the epidemiological situation in the republic; 
• identification of strategies and tactics of immunization and vaccination against infectious diseases, participation in the organization, developing and adopting regulations and guidance documents for both sanitary and epidemiological service, so for businesses and individuals, regardless of their ownership and the nature of the activity; 
• development of measures for the prevention of communicable and noncommunicable diseases; 
• Review materials on the possible use of new chemicals, household chemicals, biological agents, food additives, new production technology of food raw materials, food and other new products that are dangerous to human life and health, the issuance of sanitary certificates; 
• consideration of letters and complaints from the population of sanitary-epidemiological issues; 
• participation in international cooperation, attracting foreign investment and technologies in the sanitary-epidemiological industry. 
Republican Centre of the State is the body control, coordination and control of the territorial center of state (Republican in the Republic of Karakalpakstan, regional, municipal and district) and is under the Ministry of Health, and the functions of sanitary-epidemiological control of the Chief State Sanitary Physician of Uzbekistan and the Department of State Sanitary Inspectorate of the Ministry of Health Uzbekistan. 
OBJECTIVES Centre of the State. 
• provision of sanitary and epidemiological safety and protection of the republic from the introduction and spread of quarantine and especially dangerous infections; 
• Carrying out activities to prevent harmful effects on human health of environmental factors in planning, siting, planning, construction and commissioning of economic facilities, equipment and vehicles; 
• Improving health and cultural levels; 
• create a system of norms and standards in the field of Sanitary Inspection, etc. 
Function Centre of the State. 
1. Organization and implementation of the State Audit Office, the provision of sanitation, epidemiological, disinfection measures. 
2. Carrying toxic and hygienic expertise with experimental and other laboratory tests on sanitary bacteriology, virology, biochemistry, parasitology, radiology. 
3. Modification of forms and methods of sanitary-epidemiological welfare of population. 
4. Control for imported and exported goods, followed by the issuance of sanitary certificates. 
5. Implementation of monitoring of sanitary and epidemiological situation and the radiological situation in the regions on the basis of demographic indicators, data on the prevalence of major non-epidemic, infectious parasites and diseases, food poisoning, taking into account the influence of environmental factors. 
6. Control the implementation of sanitary and preventive measures aimed at preventing and eliminating man-made and adverse human health risks, coordinating activities for the medical institutions of the republic vaccines tank. agents, growth media and etc. 
7. Study of complaints and letters to the population of sanitary-epidemiological issues. 
Centre of the State enjoy the rights enshrined by the Law "On State Sanitary Supervision" dated July 3, 1992 № 657-X11, by presidential decree on March 2, 1998 PF 1933 "On improving the effectiveness of sanitary-epidemiological service and other legislative acts . 
Centre of the State carries out preventive and routine sanitary inspection. 
Warning sanitary supervision over all branches of health affairs for the observance of sanitary-hygienic norms and rules for design, construction, reconstruction, housing, consumer and other agencies in planning, building and improvement of residential areas. 
It includes: 
1. Records of all planned, constructed and reconstructed facilities. 
2. Legal allotment of land for construction. 
3. Consideration, negotiation and drafting of the hygienic conclusion to approve the project construction. 
4. Conduct systematic health control during construction for compliance with the approved project. 
5. Selection in the operation of the facility construction. 
6. Protection of air, water and soil; 
7. Establishing sanitary-hygienic norms and rules in the development of state standards, specifications, sanitary norms and rules for different types of products, chemical products; 
8. Quality control of medical biological preparations, vaccines, serums, bacteriophages, gamma globulin, etc., and their compliance requirements. 
The current sanitary inspection is carried out in all branches of health affairs and includes 
1. study sanitary-hygienic conditions of work and assessment of the production environment. 
2. watching the health of businesses, utilities, educational institutions, etc. 
3. study incidence of injuries among employees, children and adolescents and their prevention. 
4. Organization and control of medical examinations of workers and employees. 
5. Creation favorable conditions for the normal development of children and adolescents, monitoring compliance with hygienic standards of training, mode of day pupils and children in kindergarten (nursery). 
6. Hygienically study and control of air, water, soil. 
7. Sanitary border security. 
8. conduct compliance with sanitary and hygienic standards in food production supply, transportation and storage, as well as implementation. 
9. Organization and implementation of complex measures to improve the health culture of the population. 
       10. Control health of persons working with children and food products. 
State Sanitary Epidemiological Service of the Republic of Uzbekistan carries out supervision over the observance of sanitary norms and rules of state bodies, enterprises, institutions and organizations within the territory of Uzbekistan, regardless of their subordination and forms of ownership. 
Centre of the State is a health, care setting, providing the organization and conduct of complex sanitary and epidemiological measures. 

Departmental sanitary control at the existing and under construction Defense Ministry of the Interior, National Security Service of Uzbekistan, the Central Asian Railway - 
Centre of the State by the relevant ministries and agencies. 
Plumbing Police - sanitary control is exercised in accordance with regulations approved by the Ministry of Internal Affairs, in coordination with the Ministry of Health of the Republic. 
Organization and conduct public health surveillance imposed on the Chief Medical Officer of the Republic and his deputies, according to area, district, city, who are representatives of the authorities and are under state protection. 
The intervention of outside organizations in the activities of state supervision services, the impact in any manner whatsoever form, the officials carrying out state supervision entails responsibility in accordance with the laws of the Republic of Uzbekistan. 

COMPETENCE OF THE CHIEF STATE SANITARY PHYSICIAN OF THE REPUBLIC OF UZBEKISTAN. 
1. Directs epidemiological service agencies and institutions, identifies key challenges and priorities. 
2. Approves the sanitary norms, rules and hygienic standards. 
3. Appoints the chief state sanitary doctor of the city of Tashkent. 
4. Considering complaints against the heads of agencies sanitary epidemiological service. 
Chief State Sanitary Doctor of the Republic of Uzbekistan shall be appointed by the Cabinet of Ministers under the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan. 

COMPETENCE OF CHIEF STATE SANITARY PHYSICIAN regions and Tashkent. 
1. Guide the subordinate bodies and institutions of the State Sanitary Epidemiological Service. 
2.  Issue opinions on project construction and reconstruction of the national economy. 
3. Prinyatie acts on the basis of decisions of local authorities and administrative bodies on matters of sanitary and epidemiological well-being. 
4. Opredelenie areas dangerous for human life and health, activities of the sanitary protection of the region, city against the introduction and spread of quarantine infections. 
5. On consultation with the Chief State Sanitary Doctor of the Republic shall appoint the chief state medical urban areas. 

LAW OFFICERS ENGAGED state sanitary inspection. 
 Officials exercising the state sanitary inspection in the limits of their competence appears to the right: 
1.trebovat from the government, enterprises, institutions and individuals, eliminate violations of sanitary norms, rules and hygienic standards; 
2. implement supervision of the observance of sanitary norms and hygienic standards in construction projects and reconstruction;
3. give on draft planning and development of human settlements and future plans to deploy the objects of the national economy, on the provision of land for construction, the definition of places of economic - household use and conditions of the descent of wastewater after treatment; 
4. give conclusion on compliance of residential houses and public buildings, facilities to sanitary norms, rules and hygienic standards;
5. give conclusions about teaching and work load and mode of employment of children enrolled in educational institutions; 
6.privlekat research institutions, universities to conduct special examinations at the expense of the customer; 
7. visit facilities oversight by presenting the business card; 
8.trebovat from the leaders of enterprises, institutions, suspension from work of persons and systematically violating the sanitary norms and rules of anti-epidemic regime, with a risk of spread of infectious and parasitic diseases on the nature of their work, 
9. decide on the admission of patients with infectious and parasitic diseases, prevention and anti-epidemic measures; 
10. conduct notch food products, items and materials for hygienic examination; 
       11. Chief Medical Officer and their deputies for violation of sanitary laws are entitled to: 
a) reject the project documents do not meet the requirements of sanitary norms and rules; 
b) suspend the operation of existing facilities to eliminate the detected violations of sanitary norms, rules and hygienic standards; 
a) suspend the construction of settlements and buildings; 
d) prohibit the manufacture, use and implementation of new products and products not registered in the Ministry of Health of the Republic or in case of being dangerous to human life and health; 
d) to prohibit the use of chemicals, stimulants and growth regulators of agricultural plants and animals, prior to developers of scientific data on the safety of these substances and materials; 
e) To prohibit the use of water recognized unfit for consumption; 
g) to order the technological, technical processing as unfit food or on their Destruction. 
Responsibility for violation of sanitary laws are enterprises, institutions, organizations, officials and individuals in accordance with the laws of the Republic of Uzbekistan. 
Chief Medical Officer and their deputies, in cases of breach of sanitary legislation, health regulations, rules and hygienic standards, does not fulfill the requirements of officials exercising state supervision have a right to bring the perpetrators to administrative responsibility, including in the form of a fine in the following sizes: 
1. persons - a total of 5 to 10 times the minimum wage; 
2.another citizens - from 1 to 3 times the minimum wage. 
Amounts of administrative penalties received funds in the epidemic regions and Tashkent, the payment is made through branches of State Bank of Uzbekistan. 
For actions committed repeatedly within one year after the application of administrative penalties, as well as the sufferings of people, group or mass illness or poisoning, the perpetrators prosecuted in accordance with the laws of the Republic of Uzbekistan. 
Enterprises, institutions, organizations and individuals guilty of violating the sanitary legislation, are obliged to repair damage associated with health problems, the cost of treatment and recovery of victims, conducting medical and sanitary-epidemiological measures. 

 Types and categories of Centre of the State. 
Depending on the administrative area and the number of people served the following types and categories of centers: 
1. district (rural), have 3 categories: I-I with a population of over 60 thousand, II.-I from 30 to 60tys. , III-I to 30 thousand people. 
2. city ​​and district have 3 categories: I-I with a population of over 300 thousand, II-I-200 to 300 thousand III - I 100 to 200 thousand people. 
3. city ​​divided into districts have 3 categories: I-I with a population of more than 600 thousand II-I 400-600 thousand III-I to 400 thousand people. 
4. have regional, 4 categories: I-I with a population of over 2 million people 
1I - I 1-2 million III - from 500 thousand to 1 million IV - up to 500 thousand 
Depending on the type and category structure TSSEN different, but the main divisions are: 
1. sanitary-hygienic department 
2. Epidemiology Division, 
3. Disinfection department (in the absence of this region branch of the Republican disinfection stations). 
Since GPs often encounter in their work areas or urban centers of state sanitary and epidemiological. Oversight stop its attention to these centers. 
1. sanitary-hygienic department  
Head of Department - Medical Officer on general hygiene. 
2.Otdelenie environmental sanitation (communal health physicians and their assistants). 
3.Otdelenie occupational health (occupational health physicians, one doctor's office for 10 thousand workers and employees, and their assistants). 
4.Otdelenie food hygiene (food hygiene doctors and their assistants). 
5.Otdelenie hygiene of children and adolescents (doctors on hygiene of children and teenagers, a doctor's office for 14 thousand children and their assistants). 
6.Otdelenie information system "Ecology and health (sanitary inspectors, assistant medical officer, computer operator). 
7. Sanitary and Hygienic Laboratory (laboratory doctors on environmental sanitation, occupational health, food hygiene) and the Department to determine pesticide residues in food and environmental objects (doctors, laboratory technicians, laboratory technicians with secondary education). 
2. Epidemiological Department. 
Head of department - physician epidemiologist. 
1. antiepidemiological Office (physicians, epidemiologists - 1 at 20 thousand population, assistant epidemiologist - 2 Assistant 1 position on physician epidemiologist). 
2. Parasitological Office (doctors parasitologists 1 at 100 thousand people, a doctor entomologist and assistant phraseology and entomology). 
3. Bacteriological and parasitological laboratory. Head.Laboratory - a doctor bacteriologist (bacteriologists doctors, laboratory technicians with secondary education). 
4. Virus logical laboratory. 
3. Disinfection Front 
Included in GTSESN in the case if the area is no branch of the Republican disinfection station. It can include the following divisions: 
1. Department of focal and disinfection chamber 
2. Department Evacuation 
3. Department of Preventive disinfection and disinfestation. 
  
Forms and methods of Centre of the State. 
The main methods of the Medical Officer should include: 
1. Dynamic health observation and description of health. 
2. Lab tests 
        3.Sanitarnaya statistics. 

6.2 Practical part

After receiving an envelope with the assignment, embarking on its implementation ie, considering the possible directions of the respective departments GTSSEN job. 
At the end of the students analyze the results and make a conclusion, then leader of the group reported the results of the remaining students in conjunction with the teacher evaluate the accuracy and consistency of answers and ask questions. 
Students will receive an equal score subgroups according to the quality and correctness of the job prepared.
