Noah in his operational control or total economic control, which should be reflected in the corresponding dogo ¬ thief and charter institutions or enterprises in the state ¬ Public Health.
Private property - property ownership, which are regulated by private law. Private property can be as individuals - citizens and property ¬ sion of legal persons, where the legal entity is not subject to state or municipally owned ¬ STP. By the private health system include:

• medical and pharmaceutical institutions, prop ¬ society which is privately owned;
• persons engaged in private medical practice and private pharmaceutical activities;
• Scientific Research ¬ vatelskie agencies and educational institutions, created and funded by private enterprise ¬ mi, institutions, organizations, public union ¬ unity, as well as individuals.
   Economic transformation in the public health system ¬ IU of our country began with the introduction of the new economic mechanism (NHM).
The main purpose of the translation uchre ¬ excitations of Health to the new conditions of economic explosion ¬ us to better meet the needs of the population in skilled care, providing an infinite ¬ payment, warranty and availability of its all segments in ¬ village, efficient use of human, material and financial resources and scientific capacity Society, on ¬ board on improving the health of the population. The main directions of NHM in health is ¬ were:
• allocation of resources on health per capita standard, rather than on the industry and its services or facilities;
• remuneration of medical personnel made with regard to its quantity and quality;
• providing economic independence ruko ¬ drivers institutions, the resolution of paid services in uch ¬ tional establishments of health.
Activities of medical institutions in the condition ¬ loviyah new economic mechanism provided for in ¬ change in health care management:
           decentralization,
• if ¬ priorities of economic methods,
• elements of a scientific approach to management - management,
• creation of new structures, including the territorial medical associations (TMO)
• consider ¬ extension rights leaders of medical institutions,
• ¬ amplification of the role of labor collectives in management institutions, pricing of services in health care facilities for the introduction of inter ¬ settlements both within the institution between departments and between various agencies in accordance with the present work performed ¬,
• introduction of new forms of work organization copper ¬ Qing staff (Brigadier method, Brigadier and lease contract),
• new forms of health care (con ¬ advisory centers, medical cooperatives, day one hundred ¬ tsionary at hospitals and clinics, hospitals at home, etc.).
Were introduced self-financing model, the corresponding new forms of work organization:
• The first model of self-support - Bri ¬ gadnaya forms of work organization,
• The second model of self-financing - contracting forms of work organization (brigade and lease contract),
• The third model is self-financing - leasing,
• The fourth model of self-support - medical cooperatives and other forms of partial ¬ Nogo entrepreneurship in health care.
         The state with the help of the law defines the sources of fi ¬ Financing for health care, depending on the needs of society, the type and the real possibilities of the economy. According to specialists, health expenditures in the pro ¬ cent of GDP (gross domestic product) or, as cha ¬ generally speaking in our country's GDP (gross domestic prod ¬ ma) is from 3 to 9%. WHO experts believe that solving the major health problems cost society must be at least 6% of GDP, and to meet the needs ¬ sion of the population in the modern health care with a high level of quality - at least 12% of GDP. However, UB ¬ Wen costs society to health care does not solve the auto ¬ cally to all problems.
According to the World Bank, the world's needs for health ¬ equation spent an average of 8% of GDP, while in countries with developing economies that ¬ - 9,3% of GDP in developing countries - 2.5% of GDP.
In our country the legal framework of health financing ¬ defined by the Constitution of Uzbekistan, the basics of the Law on Health Protection Act, Regulation "On medical insurance of citizens."
   The main source of funding for public health agencies are the means of the budget. Clinics budgetary funds allocated for the number of residents living in the catchment area, and other agencies received as payment in accordance with the volume and quality of pa ¬ bots or cost estimates. Additional funds zaraba ¬ account by the institution by providing additional legal services in excess of ¬:
• under contracts with various state ¬ GOVERNMENTAL, cooperative and public enterprises, institutions and organizations;
• providing excessive services at a fee basis; perform additional ¬ GOVERNMENTAL orders government to allocate additional resources for their implementation;
• acted as part of the collected sums for damages to public health in connection with the ¬ fracture on the sanitary and epidemiological norms and rules;
• funds received under study satisfied ¬ kam medical facilities to companies and organizations;
• Part of the savings by reducing the time of Noah ¬ disability;
• voluntary contributions of enterprises, institutions, organizations, charities, cooperatives ¬ agricultural cooperatives, and citizens;
• loans from banks, including international;
• funds for state programs;
• other sources not prohibited by law and allowed health authorities.
Funds received from all sources amounted to a single fund of funds health care. ¬ media properties to the fund should be used to reimburse expenses, as well as provide funds for economic and material ¬ Nogo stimulation.
Sources of funding for private institutions and enterprises are the means of individuals or entities who founded the institution.
The above sources indicate that financial flows to the organs and institutions of health care constitute a significant portion of funds going to protect and improve public health.
Expenditure on healthcare in this country prior to re ¬ form (before 1991) were 7 - 9% of the GDP of the Republic of Uzbekistan, and then share them with ¬ kratilas to 3 - 4% of GDP at present.
   Since health care is in the area of ​​joint jurisdiction of the state and entities in its composition, then ¬ recent bear the major costs (more than two-thirds of total expenditure) on current health spending can be used again ¬ private, including local sources of funding to address health , accessibility and quality of care in their territory.
Budget - is a basic financial plan administrative unit providing income and expenses of the coming period. One budget is valid for one year (from January 1 to December 31) - this time called the budget period. Distinguish between state and local budgets (regional, city, district, township, etc.). The state budget is managed and approved
"Person of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic, and local-managed Hokimiatov.
In the budget distinguish between revenue and expenditure sides.Government revenues consist of two sources:
1. Contributions to businesses, organizations and agencies (sales taxes, income tax, deductions from profits, customs duties, tax on the sights, etc.).
2. Funds from the population (income tax, tax on land, the agricultural tax, motorists, lottery funds the pension fund and LCA, etc.)

Government expenditures include the costs of:
1. to maintain and develop industry and agriculture;
2. defense and maintenance of the state apparatus;
3. on the socio - cultural activities, including health, science, culture, education, etc.
The expenditure part of the state budget is allocated to sections, paragraphs and articles.
Direct funding of institutions belonging to the section
 "¬ health equation" from the state budget and local budgets
used for:
• funding for the development and implementation of targeted programs approved "of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic and Hokimiatami regions and districts;
• to provide training;
• Finance ¬ Scientific Research;
• development of material-technical base of health subsidies to specific areas in order to equalize conditions for providing medical care to the population ¬ Scoy in PHC;
• pay extra expensive types of medical care;
• financing of medical institutions, turns ¬ developing health care for socially significant issues arising ¬ face;
• to provide medical care at mass for ¬ diseases in areas of natural disasters, catastrophes;
• other chains ¬ carriers in the health care field.
